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My tutors at Carmel showed me that I
could do anything, even if I felt I couldn't,
they reminded me how much I am
capable of!

"After leaving Carmel during COVID-19, I began
my studies in Law at Lancaster University,
where I spent 3 years studying and
specialising in Human Rights and
Environmental Law. 

Following my graduation in 2023, I pursued my
Masters of Law and Environment at Lancaster,
an interdisciplinary degree with the Lancaster
Law School and the Lancaster Environmental
Centre. I achieved a Distinction, and I achieved
the Law School Blog Competition based on
my dissertation work 'Ecosystem Service and
the Law'. I currently work in Property, for the
UK Government on the Civil Service Fast
Stream, where over the next 4 years I will
develop my skills to become a Grade 7 Civil
Servant."
